The website outlines the negative consequences same-gender marriage has on children, the ways in which it threatens religious freedom, and its unfavorable impact on society.  
Whatisprop8.com webmaster Kenny McNett states: “The reason why many people are not in favor of Proposition 8 is that they are not informed on how it may negatively impact their lives.  We created whatisprop8.com to inform voters of the direct and indirect consequences of same-sex marriage.”  The website is a repository of articles, editorials, and news reports of court cases surrounding the issue.  Whatisprop8.com is already gaining considerable momentum.  Last week there were fewer than 200 unique visitors; this week it has already drawn over 2000 unique visitors.
