Stunning Next Generation of AUDIO-VISUAL COMMUNICATION
Free internet VIDEOPHONE Launched 

British Company CCOMMS.COM & Irish Company SEECOMMS have today launched a revolutionary new generation of video & audio communication engines that promises to solve video congestion problems on the Internet. The innovative engines (technically known as codecs - COmpression/DECompression) massively reduce the data size needed for video or audio communication, dropping video-sizes by a factor of up to 50 times. Typically reducing a frame of video from 8,000 bytes to just 200 bytes.  This allows video uses not previously practicable & effectively introduces unlimited audio storage & transmission. A leading US specialist in data-compression described the codecs as “the equivalent of anti-gravity for the internet”.   To demonstrate the codec, CCOMMS has released a VoIP encrypted videophone with a 30-day free trial. After the free trial, users get unlimited video-calls for a subscription fee of just £1 or $2 per month.

Alpha-users say its like using a videophone out of a science-fiction film, with flicker-free video & crystal clear audio. The videophone currently works in Internet Explorer under Windows systems so if you can access a web-page, you can use the videophone.  In the next few weeks, CCOMMS is releasing Windows, Apple & Linux versions that are not browser dependent & will run as installable programs. It has already released Asterisk versions. The high data-compression allows use via computer, netbook or devices such as Nokia’s N800 series. It also allows users of cellular mobile phones (3G, GSM, GPRS) to turn their phones into VoIP-based video-phones. 

By opening use for extremely low-bandwidth dial-up systems, the use of videophones in every office & home & even in extremely low bandwidth countries is now possible. The company has demonstrated video-calls over 14.4k & 28.8k dial-up modems & over mobile internet. 

The same advances in audio compression allow audio micro-storage opening up myriad possibilities including permanent records of all phone calls as standard. A year’s phone calls needs just under 7GB of memory. “By adopting the audio codec, existing recording capability can be increased by a factor of between 10 & 40” says CCOMMS CEO Nick Lockett.

Full–Feature Encrypted Video-Conferencing

The videophone has Instant Messaging, E-mail & SMS capability, as well as full profiling, intelligent presence, caller ID, photographic contact books & “one-touch” or “Automatic” recording. CCOMMS has also announced a full multi-party video-conferencing collaboration suite for the Spring, allowing 12 active speakers & almost unlimited view-only participants, plus whiteboards, screen-share & encrypted chat-rooms, making online company conferences truly possible. Companies will be able to use the multiparty conferencing suite hold virtual directors meetings & Annual General Meetings. Highlights of sports events can be dropped into the active Data-vault that operates as a video storage facility. 

Spring 2009 also brings in enhancements in the CCOMMS videophone with auto-recording & manual recording, plus unattended answering, timed call-forwarding, block-lists & reject lists, polling, predictive friendship, document sharing, Virtual PABX & Virtual offices and, where users are not online, automatic video-messaging. 

The existing videophone has inbuilt encryption, but the Spring beta will also see military-level advanced encryption systems, making it of interest to law enforcement and the military. CCOMMS is offering free use to NATO military personnel whilst serving in conflict zones overseas (together with a copy for their family at home). At present, NATO personnel get 1 hour free videoconference per week but few are able to take this up as it requires the family to travel to nearby army bases often at inconvenient times. The CCOMMS offering allows communication in the home as long as the family has a computer and internet access. 

It will also allow own-key encryption on top of the built-in encryption for anyone that doesn’t trust the CCOMMS encryption & will allow parties to make encrypted calls & record them, but to predetermine that both called & called party must give permission to view the recorded calls. The videophone system also has a proximity-based bodyguard “anti-terrorist” feature that has had significant interest from US universities & major event promoters.

Freephone VideoPhones

The company has also released a free-phone videophone solution will be released allowing anyone to call companies, whether or not they have a subscription. This is being offered free to a number of Countries for use by their elected Senators, Representatives and Members of Parliament.

Other uses & Social implications

The videophone system also has a bodyguard “anti-terrorist” feature that has had significant interest from US universities & major event promoters. 

The small size of the codecs also means micro-storage & micro-downloads, indefinite retention of CCTV & movie downloads at lightning speeds. In just minutes as 1 hour movie video is under 30GB. It will also open up cheap satellite phone communications. “The codecs are letting us transmit and store video and audio at rates we never thought possible” says Mikael Strombuger, CIO of Friendship5, a provider of social networking. 

The company has agreed with a major bank to provide an internal-use encrypted videophone on each of its 300,000 employees desks, using the bank’s own servers for hosting. The company is currently negotiating with mobile providers to allow real-time videophones over the mobile networks and with broadband and dial-up providers to provide the IP videophone with their services. The company has also received significant interest from online broadcasters & phone providers, including asterisk providers & VoIP companies, due to the costs, reliability & quality impact of the codecs.

Banks and Law-firms worldwide are interested in encrypted videophones because you have a positive proof of client identity, both via the encryption system & because you can actually see the client & you can store the call for your records whilst maintaining data security. “Unlike some other so-called encryption systems, such as hush.com, we never get access to the encryption keys used to scramble information so we can’t possibly hand it over even on court order.” says Nick Lockett, CEO of ccomms.com

The system has implications for many existing situations. Incidents like those involving Madeline McCann may be a thing of the past as the low datasize mean that hotels will be able to provide babysitting services via video, - just leave your netbook computer in the room & not only can the hotel watch your child, but you can also watch via your cellular mobile phone. In addition, the in-built recording gives a permanent record of anything occurring in the room, stored on servers elsewhere & the encryption makes the system secure. It can be easily adapted as a remote security monitor. 
Companies will be able to use the multiparty conferencing suite (available in Spring 2009) to hold virtual directors meetings & Annual General Meetings & we’re getting a lot of interest from businesses because it allows staff travelling to stay in touch with the office & their families as well as obviating the need for expensive dedicated conferencing suites.

“The system provides effective videoconferencing over existing technology without the need for complex or dedicated equipment. It is affordable to anyone. You can now say goodnight to their children even if travelling overseas. Our mission is to reduce communication cost structures & we welcome initiatives like the UK Government’s Digital Britain proposals to put broadband internet in every home as that means a CCOMMS videophone in every home for £1 per month” says CEO, Nick Lockett.

Other Products

The Company is also a specialist SMS provider (XOOBS.COM) and sells a desktop web-based SMS Call-Centre providing guaranteed delivery of SMS within 10 seconds (it can take up to 2 hours for normal SMS) and will shortly be releasing YOUYAC a downloadable mobile phone enhancement that will read your SMS to you, removing the risk of reading SMS whilst driving or cycling. Using their specialist low-bandwidth audio-codec, users will be able to press a single button on the phone and dictate a reply back to the sender. CCOMMS is discussing partnerships with mobile phone companies at the moment.
