“Feel the anguish…” of Poetry 5.0 by Randy Carlton Hunsucker

“Difficult to dislike…youth(ful)…not quickly forgotten.”

“If you want to be depressed, don't pick up Randy Hunsucker's collection of poetry entitled Poetry 5.0. Though his short lines cover the gamut from happiness to despair, his repeated (echoing) lines, words and phrases often give a whimsical quality that is difficult to dislike.  Hunsucker uses assonance often to take one back to their childhood, and he does so effectively.

Especially endearing is "Your Mother Doesn’t Know,” reminding of childhood sweethearts and feeling grown up.  In "Save Me" one can feel the anguish.  In "Home" the feelings of ambiguity and desire are at odds.

Hunsucker admits that these are a collection from his teenage years to the present, and one is not surprised when some of the work shows his youth. But even the occasional juvenile rhymes add to the feel of the collection, and once taken in, are not quickly forgotten.”
