The non fiction story line is set against the unlikely relationship between Dr. Childs and Don Borwhat. For years, Don sarcastically referred to Dr. Childs as ‘the godwoman’ due to the cynical eye he cast toward what he called the ‘foo foo’ philosophies that she shared with his dying wife. After Margaret’s death, Don’s world was turned upside down by an extraordinary ‘foo foo’ event that he could neither deny or explain.
