


What is Mold?
Mold is a type of fungus that 

appears in areas of a home that 
have been exposed to water.  
In order for mold to develop, 
it requires a combination 
of moisture, warmth and 
an organic matter to feed 
on. There are over a thou-
sand variations of molds, 
both toxic and non-toxic, 
that can thrive in a home. 

Who is at Greater Risk 
When Exposed to Mold?

Exposure to mold is not healthy for 
anyone inside buildings. Therefore, it 

is always best to identify and correct 
high moisture conditions quickly 
before mold grows and health problems 
develop. Some people may have more 
severe symptoms or become ill more 
rapidly than others:

◆  Individuals with existing 
respiratory conditions, such as 

 allergies, chemical sensitivities, 
 or asthma.
◆  Persons with weakened immune 
 systems (such as people with cancer  
 on chemotherapy, and so forth)
◆  Infants and young children
◆  The elderly
◆  Pregnant women

Why is Mold Dangerous?
Millions of microscopic mold spores are 

easily transported in the air we breathe. 
This exposure has been medically proven 
to directly cause serious illness in adults 
and especially in children. It is estimated 
that over 30 percent of humans are allergic 
to mold and suffer adverse health effects 
because of mold. Therefore, the EPA strongly 
recommends hiring a professional mold 
specialist to thoroughly and effectively 
remove toxic mold spores before the problem 
worsens and becomes a health risk.
