"It is our goal to provide high quality surgical care to babies and children with facial abnormalities living in developing countries around the world," says Dr. Morin.

The doctor has gone on a number of surgical missions with other foundations to countries including Guatemala, Colombia, Mauritius, the Philippines and Haiti. He's worked with a variety of specialists including neurosurgeons, surgical oncologists, dermatologists and neonatologists to treat pediatric patients with traumatic injuries, congenital abnormalities and cancer.

Developing Faces Inc., which will be based out of New York City, will hold its first fundraising event in Manhattan in October 2013, with the first charitable mission planned for Colombia in the winter of 2014. "This charity will allow me to perform surgeries I love while helping to improve the lives of children,” says an excited Dr. Morin.

This summer Dr. Morin and his collaborators in Developing Faces Inc. will be attending and co- sponsoring events across New York City and the Hamptons.
