Production Notes 
"Tooth Ache"
Joshua Thomas otherwise known as Cassanova had a continual tooth ache while in production. After about two days of shooting for about 12 to 13 hours a day Josh never complained or made me aware of a broken tooth which had been cutting into his inner check. During the last day of shooting while having lunch he let me and the DP know that other than being tired like the rest of us he was in pain and was glad it was all over. 
"Camera Ready"
During the first day of shooting both I and the DP were unaware that the Canon T3i we were using did not have a full frame sensor which when using the 70-300mm lens did not give us the right DOF. We tried to be smart and clever by using an app on my phone "Cine Tool Free" to get the correct DOF. However, during the second day we got all shots down especially when using the steady cam.
