Each of these areas are constantly monitored by web cameras that one can access via the Puppy's Playpen web site. Plus, the facility has an employee on the premises at all times to pamper and take care of the dogs needs.
We were offered an informational folder complete with rates and all paperwork that would be necessary for signing our dogs up for their services.
The last stop during our outing to this event was the BarkinDog Bakery's tent. There were two tables of freshly baked gourmet dog treats and cakes available for purchase. Another smaller table was out in front offering samples of doggy pizza. Our furry friend, Mary, wolfed down a small helping of the pizza, and we knew that there was no option of leaving empty handed. Choices included pizza flavored bones, barbeque flavored bones, peanut butter flavored dachshund shaped treats dipped and decorated with carob, and several other shapes and flavors. We loaded up our arms with boxes of different treats for further sampling at home.
