Impetus for this education initiative comes in part from the Own Your Future campaign that was begun by the U. S. Health and Human Services department in 2005. Sixteen states have now joined with the Health and Human Service Department’s Own Your Future campaign to encourage Americans between the ages of 45 and 70 to become aware of the rising Long Term Care crisis and the importance of planning for their future Long Term Care needs. More states are expected to participate in the Own Your Future each year.
Along with the Own Your Future campaign, the United States House of Representatives recently passed a resolution (HR 133) encouraging consumers to plan for Long Term Care. Representative Charles Boustany, a co-sponsor of House Resolution 133, underscored the urgency. “As the number of aging Americans increases, Long Term Care planning will become increasingly important for Americans and their families.
